
Series History
Tennessee leads the all-time series against Middle Tennessee, 4-1. Middle Tennessee won
the first ever meeting between the schools, 85-80, in the first round of the National Invitation
Tournament in Murfreesboro, Tenn., March 18, 1988. It is the only game between Tennessee
and Middle Tennessee to be played in Murfreesboro. Friday’s meeting is the first between the
in-state schools since Jan. 21, 2002 when the Vols secured a 74-56 win in Knoxville. Tennes-
see has won all three previous games played between the schools in Knoxville. The teams
played at Nashville’s Gaylord Entertainment Center during the 2000-01 season, which is the
only neutral court meeting between them. Tennessee won that contest 99-83. Three of the five
meetings between the teams have been decided by five points or less.

lThe Blue Raiders will dress seven newcomers for Friday’s game against Tennessee.
lMiddle Tennessee senior Adam Vogelsberg, the team’s only All-Sun Belt selection, will miss
6-to-8 weeks with a broken bone in his right foot.
lMiddle Tennessee begins its 84th season of basketball against Tennessee, Nov. 10.
lThe Nov. 10 starting date is the earliest for Middle Tennessee to open a season. Prior to this
season the earliest starting date for the Blue Raiders was Nov. 14, 1997 at North Carolina.
lMiddle Tennessee is gunning for its fifth straight winning season in 2006-07.

Closer Look At Tennessee
Tennessee won both of its exhibition games, taking a 126-66 win from Division II LeMoyne-
Owen, and the Vols also beat Tusculum, 100-57. Tennessee is faced with replacing more
than half of its scoring (54 percent), rebounds (51.8 percent), and minutes (51.3 percent) from
the 2005-06 squad. Tennessee returns two starters, Chris Lofton and Dane Bradshaw, from
last season’s team. Lofton is a preseason Wooden Award candidate, while Bradshaw is the
team’s only senior and led the SEC in assist-to-turnover ratio last season. Tennessee is
picked to finish third in the SEC East Division in the preseason coaches and media poll.

Blue Raiders Strong Opening Act
Middle Tennessee is 53-30 all-time in season openers and 7-3 in its last 10 game to start the
season. The Blue Raiders are 3-1 in season openers under Head Coach Kermit Davis,
including wins in three straight. The game against Tennessee marks Middle Tennessee’s first
season opener on the road since playing at North Carolina, Nov. 14, 1997.

Familiar Faces Few For Blue Raiders
Middle Tennessee will have seven newcomers on its travel roster for the 2006-07 season.
Five of the seven are freshmen one is a sophomore transfer, while the other is a junior who
redshirted last season. The unit is the youngest in coach Kermit Davis’ first five seasons at
Middle Tennessee. The freshmen newcomers include Dino Hair, John Hopson, Darren
Avery, Desmond Yates and Jay Ivey. The sophomore transfer is Nigel Johnson and Marques
Dawson is the junior.

Blue Raiders Will Be Tested Early
Middle Tennessee Head Men’s Basketball Coach Kermit Davis will be putting his young
squad to the test early during the 2006-07 season. The Blue Raiders face three teams -
Tennessee, Alabama, and Memphis - ranked in the Preseason ESPN/USA Today Coaches
Poll. The Blue Raiders open at No. 24 Tennessee and they face No. 12 Alabama in the
opening game of the Paradise Jam Men’s Basketball Tournament in the Virgin Islands, Nov.
17. Middle Tennessee also has a date with No. 14 Memphis on the docket, Dec. 23. In
addition, there are potential match-ups against Iowa, Villanova, Xavier, Toledo, College of
Charleston, and Virginia Commonwealth at the Paradise Jam.

Vogelsberg Out 6-8 Weeks
Middle Tennessee received bad news at the start of the week when it was determined Adam
Vogelsberg had suffered a broken bone in his right foot during a practice (Nov. 4) and will miss
six-to-eight weeks. Vogelsberg is a preseason All-Sun Belt Conference selection and the Blue
Raiders’ top returning scorer from last season when he averaged 12.4 points per game. The
senior guard from Home, Kansas also was All-Sun Belt in 2005-06.

Vogelsberg Named Preseason All-SBC
Blue Raider senior guard Adam Vogelsberg was named Preseason All-Sun Belt Conference
in a preseason vote of coaches and media. The senior guard from Home, Kansas was Middle
Tennessee’s only selection to the squad. Vogelsberg led Middle Tennessee in scoring in
2005-06 with a 12.4 average. Vogelsberg led the Sun Belt in free-throw percentage and was
fifth among league leaders for both 3-point field goals made and 3-point field goal percentage.
He finished the 2005-06 season in the Top 10 of four single-season categories at Middle
Tennessee, including No. 1 for free-throw percentage with a 90.8 clip (108-119). He also
finished No. 3 on the single-season 3-point field goals made list (68), No. 5 for 3-point field
goals attempted (163), and No. 8 for 3-point field goal percentage (.417). His 41.7 percent-
age from beyond the arc is No. 3 all-time.

Middle Tennessee players will not be avail-
able for any media activities on the day of the
game at home or away; however, head coach
Kermit Davis will be available for five minutes
following the team’s gameday preparation
practice.

The Middle Tennessee locker room is closed
at home and on the road. Requested Blue
Raider basketball players will be made avail-
able for postgame interviews in the media
room at all home games following a 10-minute
cooling off period. Head Coach Kermit Davis
will conduct his postgame radio show at press
row and then he will be brought to the media
room.

Blue Raiders Picked Third in Preseason Poll
Middle Tennessee was picked to finish third in
the SBC East Division in a preseason vote of
the league’s head coaches and media. The
Blue Raiders received 55 points in the voting
to finish third in the East behind Western Ken-
tucky and South Alabama, the defending SBC
Tournament champion. Troy, Florida Interna-
tional, and newcomer Florida Atlantic, were
picked fourth through sixth, respectively, in the
East. Coaches expect the West to be a bal-
anced competitive race with three points sepa-
rating the top three teams. UALR is the pre-
season favorite in the West with 73 total points,
edging New Orleans and North Texas, which
tied for second with 70 points. The Sun Belt
Conference welcomes two new additions in 2006-07 as Florida Atlantic and Louisiana-
Monroe join as full-time members.

Did You Know?
Middle Tennessee has hit at least one 3-pointer in 305 consecutive games. The last time the
Blue Raiders failed to hit a shot from beyond the arc was Jan. 20, 1996 at Morehead State.
