Scouting the Owls..
 Casey LaRocca continues her ascent to the top of FAU’s career assists list. The 
junior had 80 assists last week, giving her 707 for the season and 3,247 for her 
career, second in FAU history. She is on pace break Jeana Boyle’s mark of
3,400 before the end of the year. LaRocca has two of the three highest single sea-
son assist totals in school history and is on pace to break her own school record in 
that category. 71 of Mallory Deneen’s 78 kills on the year have come in FAU’s last
nine matches. 
 The Series: Midde Tennessee leads the series 3-2. The Blue Raiders won the 
last meeting between the two schools 3-0 on Nov. 16, 2006 in the Sun Belt Confer-
ence tournament.

Scouting the Golden Panthers...
 The FIU volleyball team went 1-2 on the week and dropped its fi rst two match-
es in Sun Belt play after starting out 6-0. All four of the Golden Panthers’ losses
this season have taken place west of the Mississippi River, and the team is 5-4 
overall on the opposite side of the river.  
 Sophomore Yarimar Rosa picked up her fi fth and sixth double-doubles on the 
year in the weekend matches at North Texas and Denver. She has had double digit 
kills in every match and 20 or more in eight matches this season… Freshman Ines 
Medved had back-to-back double-digit kill matches against North Texas and Den-
ver, and had had 10-or-more in fi ve of the last seven matches.

The Series: Middle Tennessee leads the series 11-3. The Blue Raiders won the 
last meeting between the two schools 3-2 on Nov. 18, 2006 to clinch the Sun Belt 
Conference Tournament title. 

Scouting the Hilltoppers...
The Lady Toppers moved to 6-0 in Sun Belt Conference play for just the third 

time in school history over the weekend with wins over Arkansas State and UALR. 
The other two times WKU started 6-0 in league play — 2002 and 2005 — it went on 
the run the table in the conference, win the league tournament, and advance to

 Julia Noe recorded her second triple-double in as many weeks on Saturday 
when she fi nished with 12 kills, 64 assists and 16 digs in a fi ve-game victory over 
UALR. She joins Amber Simons as the only Lady Topper to post two triple-doubles 
in a career, and she is the only one to do it in the same season.
 The Series: Western Kentucky leads the series 27-6. The Blue Raiders won the 
last meeting between the two schools 3-1 on Nov. 11, 2006. 

Blue Raiders Undefeated in League Play...
 Middle Tennessee is off to its second best start in Sun Belt conference play 
after joining the league in 2000. The Blue Raiders are currently 6-0 second only to 
the 2005 season when head coach Matt Peck’s team began conference play with 
an 11-1 record.

Making History...
 The 2007 Middle Tennessee volleyball team made history on Monday, Sept. 3, as 
the fi rst ever Sun Belt team ranked in the AVCA Top 25 after receiving votes in the 
fi rst two polls of the year. Western Kentucky was previously the highest ranked 
Sun Belt team, reaching as high as 32nd in 2004. 
 The Blue Raiders have received votes in every CSTV/AVCA Coaches Top 25 Poll 
this season. The Blue Raiders received 29 votes in the fi rst CSTV/AVCA Coaches 
Top 25 Poll, which placed them 33rd overall. In week three, the Blue Raiders 
dropped to 29th, receiving 33 votes, after going 3-1 on the weekend. 
 In the week four poll, Middle Tennessee received 54 votes which moved them 
up one spot to No. 28. Middle Tennessee received 55 votes to move up three spots 
at No. 26 in the week fi ve poll.

UConn Toyota Classic...
Middle Tennessee won the UConn Toyota Classic on Saturday after defeating 
tournament host Connecticut 3-1 (37-39, 30-23, 30-22, 30-19). The Blue Raid-
ers improved to 13-1 on the season and has won all four tournaments it has 
competed in. Three Blue Raiders were named to the All-Tournament team with 
junior Ashley Adams being named Tournament MVP. Freshman Izabela Kozon 
and junior Ashley Asberry were also named to the team. As a team Middle Ten-
nessee had a hitting percentage of .302 with 75 total kills. The Blue Raiders 
also had 13 total blocks and 60 digs.

Raider Bash. The Blue Raiders had three players make the All-Tournament 
Team for their performances on Friday and Saturday. Junior Ashley Adams was 
named tournament MVP as she helped lead Middle Tennessee in the three wins 
and seniors Quanshell Scott and Alicia Lemau’u also recieved all-tournament 
honors.

Idaho Invitational...
 Middle Tennessee continued its win streak at the Idaho Invitational over the 
weekend, topping No. 21 Oklahoma, tournament host Idaho and Oregon State 
to remain undefeated. With the wins in Idaho, the Blue Raiders moved within 
one match of tying the best start in school history, set by the 1995 squad.

Looking Back at the Season Opener...
 The Blue Raiders went 4-0 to open up the 2007 campaign for the fi rst time 
since 1995. Middle Tennessee swept Montana State, host Creighton and 2006 
NCAA Tournament team Stephen F. Austin in the Creighton Bluejay Invitational. 
Junior Ashley Adams garnered MVP honors, while senior Quanshell Scott re-
ceived All-Tournament accolades.
 The team then headed to Iowa State, where it defeated the Cyclones in four 
games. Sophomore Ashley Mead led the way with 19 kills and Adams had 14 
digs.

Season Openers...
 Middle Tennessee is 3-1 in season openers under head coach Matt Peck and 
5-3 since 2000 when the school joined the Sun Belt Conference. This season 
the Blue Raiders swept the Montana State Bobcats at the Creighton Bluejay In-
vitational, while last season the team won the fi rst three matches to claim the 
Broyhill Inn Appalachian Classic Championship, hosted by Appalachian State.

Preseason Points...
 The Middle Tennessee volleyball team received preseason votes in the 2007 
AVCA Preseason Poll, placing it 44th overall with nine total votes. The 2006 
squad fi nished 34th in the fi nal AVCA poll.

First in the East...
 After fi nishing in a three-way tie for fi rst last season with Western Kentucky 
and Florida International, Middle Tennessee has emerged as the preseason 
favorite to win the Eastern Division. The Blue Raiders captured nine of the 13 
fi rst place votes with 74 total points for a clear 10-point margin over second 
place Florida International in a preseason vote by the league’s coaches.

 Senior Quanshell Scott (Bakersfi eld, Calif.) and juniors Ashley 
Adams (Columbus, Ohio) and Ashley Asberry (Murfreesboro, 
Tenn.) were named to the 2007 Preseason All-Sun Belt Team. All 
three earned First Team All-Sun Belt honors last season. Scott 
earned SBC All-Tournament honors, while Adams was named the 
tournament’s Most Valuable Player.
Double Defense...
 Senior libero Alicia Lemau’u (Long Beach, Calif.) was named 
the 2007 Preseason Sun Belt Defensive Player of the Year for the 
second year in a row. In 2006, Lemau’u posted solid numbers 
after making the transition to middle back with 492 digs, averag-
ing 4.00 digs per game.

 Junior outside hitter Ashley Adams (Columbus, Ohio) became 
the second player in school history to earn AVCA All-America 
honors.

2006 Postseason Recap...

crowd of 1,166. Middle Tennessee nabbed game one against No. 
18 Ohio State, snapping a 30-game win streak for the Buckeyes, 
but fell in the next three to be knocked out of the tournament.
 The team fi nished 27-8 overall, 14-3 in the Sun Belt. In confer-
ence play, Middle Tennessee fi nished in a three-way tie for fi rst 
in the Eastern Division with Florida International and Western 
Kentucky.

Head Coach Matt Peck...
 Matt Peck is in his fourth season at the helm of the Blue Raider 
volleyball program. 
 Last season, Peck continued to build on the success of the 
program in 2005, leading the Blue Raiders to an NCAA Tourna-
ment berth and a fi rst round win on the road at Louisville after 
winning the Sun Belt Tournament. The team fell to No. 18 Ohio 
State in the second round but posted a 27-8 overall record while 
fi nishing conference play in a three-way tie for fi rst in the Sun 
Belt Eastern Division with a record of 14-3. The win in game one 
against OSU in the NCAA Tournament snapped a 30-game winning 
streak for the Buckeyes. 
 Middle Tennessee picked up its second All-American honor 
under Peck in sophomore Ashley Adams. Adams earned the honor 
after being named First Team All-Conference, Most Valuable 
Player of the Sun Belt Tournament and All-South Region.

 In just his second year, Peck led the Blue Raiders to their fi rst 
Sun Belt Tournament Championship match appearance since 
joining the league. Middle Tennessee’s No. 2 seed in the tourna-
ment in 2005 and 10-2 record in Sun Belt matches is the best 
mark in school history, and the Blue Raiders 28 wins is a tie for 
second-most wins in school history. 
 With Peck at the helm, Middle Tennessee garnered its fi rst 
All-American when Andressa Lyra was named Honorable Mention 
All-America in 2005. He also helped Alicia Lemau’u to a Sun Belt 
Defensive Player of the Year award. It was also during Peck’s 
watch that Ashley Adams became the fi rst Blue Raider volleyball 
player in school history to be named AVCA National Player of the 
Week. 
 With 23 years of coaching experience, Peck has an overall 
career record of 615-222. Prior to arriving at Middle Tennessee 
in February 2004, Peck spent nine seasons at the University of 
North Alabama.
