Blue Raiders begin play in 

NCAA Central Regional in 

Bowling Green, Ky.
The Middle Tennessee men’s golf team will 
begin its quest for the NCAA National 
Championship this week as the Blue Raiders 
compete in the NCAA Regional at The Club at 
Olde Stone in Bowling Green, Ky. The Blue Raiders will compete along with 13 other teams in 
the 54-hole hole tournament. The top fi ve teams advance into the NCAA Division I Men’s Golf 
Championships at the Inverness Club in Toledo, Ohio, May 27-30. Middle Tennessee is making its 
third postseason appearance since the NCAA went to the regional format for the 1989 season. 
The Blue Raiders played in the NCAA East Regional in 2000 (Moosic, Pa.) and 2008 (Chatta-
nooga, Tenn.).

NCAA golf undergoes format change
The NCAA Men’s Golf Championship will have signifi cant changes for 
the 2009 postseason. There will be six regional sites in 2009 instead of 
the three sites the tournament has had since 1989. The top fi ve teams 
from each regional will advance into the NCAA Division I National 
Championship. The previous format had three regionals with 27 teams 
which made fi nshing a three-day, 54-hole problematic if bad weather 
arrived. Spreading the teams to six venues solves that problem. The 
biggest changes will take place at the National Championship, where the 30 participating 
teams will play 54 holes of stroke play. At the end of 54 holes an individual champion will be 
crowned and only the top eight teams will advance to a match play playoff . The eight teams 
will play a straight match play competition with the No. 1 team facing No. 8, No. 2 vs. No. 7, and 
so forth. The winners advance to the Final Four, then the two winners will play for the national 
championship on the fi nal day.

Central Regional among the toughest 
The NCAA Men’s Golf Central Regional features some of the nation’s premier teams, including 
fi ve of the Top 30 in the Golfweek/Sagarin College Rankings. Pac-10 Champion Washington, 
ranked fourth, leads the pack and has won consecutive tournaments. Defending champion 
UCLA also is among the 14-team fi eld along with No. 7 Georgia Tech. Four National Player of the 
Year candidates - Matt Hill (North Carolina State), Nick Taylor (Washington), Cameron Tringale 
(Georgia Tech) and Mike Van Sickle (Marquette) - highlight a talented pool of players. The Cen-
tral Regional also includes more conference champions than any of the other fi ve regionals with 
seven (Washington - Pac-10, Georgia Tech - ACC, Louisville - Big East, Middle Tennessee - Sun 
Belt, Austin Peay - Ohio Valley, Cleveland State - Horizon and Bucknell - Patriot League).

Narramore appearing in third straight NCAA Regional
Senior Chas Narramore already has already cemented his legacy as one of the best golfers 
in Blue Raider history and will he add to his list of achievements when he appears in the 
NCAA Men’s Golf Central Regional in Bowling Green, Ky. Narramore is the only Blue Raider to 
participate in three NCAA Regionals at the Division I level. He became the fi rst Middle Tennes-
see individual to earn an at-large invite as a sophomore in 2007 when he played in the East 
Regional at The Golf Club in Georgia. He also participated in the East Regional in 2008 as a 
member of the team.

Middle Tennessee enters the NCAA National Championships ranked 67th in the latest Golfstat 
poll and 70th in the Golfweek/Sagarin ratings.

Head Coach 

Whit Turnbow
Whit Turnbow is in his 
second season as Head Coach 
at his alma mater. Prior to 
2007-08, he served as a 
Blue Raider assistant for fi ve 
seasons. He is the two-time 
Sun Belt Conference Coach of 
the Year and also was named 
Eaton Golf Southeast Region 
Coach of the Year in 2008. 
Turnbow has guided the 
Blue Raiders to their fi rst SBC 
Championship in program 
history, two NCAA Regionals 
and one NCAA National 
Championship appearance 
in less than two full seasons. 
He played for the Blue Raid-
ers from 1996-2000.

Here we are again 
Middle Tennessee is making its fi rst back-to-back appearance in a NCAA Division I 
Men’s Golf Regional after putting together a strong run in the 2008 East Regional at 
Council Fire in Chattanooga, Tenn. The Blue Raiders reached the 2008 East Regional 
by gaining the fi rst at-large berth in program history. They fi nished ninth in the 
27-team fi eld and advanced to the NCAA National Championships for the fi rst time as 
a Division I member. Middle Tennessee’s run continued at the Kampen Course on the 
campus of Purdue University when it made the 15-team cut to play on the fi nal day. 

Blue Raiders earn elusive Sun Belt Championship
Middle Tennessee earned the Sun Belt Conference’s automatic berth into the NCAA 
Regionals when it won the league championship for the fi rst time, April 22, at the 
Tradition Course at Cypresswood in Houston, Texas. The Blue Raiders faced a 12-shot 
defi cit after the fi rst round but they made all of it up on Moving Day and Middle 
Tennessee entered the fi nal round tied with Denver for the lead. The Blue Raiders 
shot 284 in the fi nal round to win the championship by six shots. It marked the fi rst 
SBC Championship for Middle Tennessee since joining the conference in 2000-01. 
Four Blue Raiders fi nished among the Top 12 individually, led by Chas Narramore’s 
fi fth-place fi nish with an even-par 216. Jason Millard tied for sixth, and Rick Cochran 
and Kent Bulle tied for 12th.

Narramore, Millard earn All-SBC
Senior Chas Narramore and sophomore Jason Millard were named All-SBC in 2009. 
Narramore earned the honor for the third consecutive year to become the only Blue 
Raider to earn three All-SBC honors. He joins former Blue Raiders Brett Alexander 
and J.R. Wade as the only three-time all-conference performers in program history. 
Millard earned All-SBC honors for the fi rst time.

Smith returns to lineup for postseason
Junior Craig Smith is the only member of Blue Raiders’ fi ve-man lineup who was not 
part of the 2008 postseason. Smith was shut down with a stress fracture in the lower 
back at the end of the regular season. After missing more than two months during 
rehab Smith returned to the lineup for the Mason Rudolph Championship in October, 
2008 and has been a fi xture since. Prior to his injury, Smith was the SBC Player of the 
Year and Freshman of the Year, as well as All-SBC, in 2007.
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Blue Raiders stun fi eld, capture Callaway title
Middle Tennessee defeated the top three seeds to win the Calloway Match Play Championship 
in March. The Blue Raiders earned a spot in the national event based on their fi nish at the 2008 
NCAA National Championship. They topped second-seeded and No. 30-ranked San Diego State 
in the quarterfi nals, beat second-seeded and No. 22-ranked Florida State in the semifi nals, and 
turned back top-seeded and No. 6-ranked Indiana in the championship round. Kent Bulle, Chas 
Narramore and Craig Smith were undefeated in their three matches. The fi eld included 14 of the 
nation’s Top 50 teams, including four Top 10s. (All rankings are based on Golfstat).

Narramore named National Player of Week
Chas Narramore was named Golfweek’s National Player of the Week (3/30/09) after helping 
Middle Tennessee capture the Callaway Collegiate Match Play Championship. Narramore went 
3-0, including defeating Indiana’s Alex Martin in the championship match to cap his perfect week. Narramore has several solid moments at The Callaway but his biggest 
may have been one of the most impressive matches of the tournament when he defeated Florida State’s Matt Savage 7 and 6 in the semifi nals. He also beat San Diego 
State’s Andrew Cooley in the opening round of match play to help lead Middle Tennessee to an upset of the No. 2 seed.

Bulle captures All-American Intercollegiate
Junior Kent Bulle won the All-American Intercollegiate at the Tradition Course at Cypresswood in Houston with a 7-under 209. He is the only Blue Raider to capture an 
individual event in 2008-09. He was named SBC Golfer of the Month in February.

Millard goes low at Mason Rudolph
Jason Millard posted Middle Tennessee’s best round and came within one shot of the school record with a 6-under 65 in the second round of the Mason Rudolph Cham-
pionship. Millard was par or lower in all three rounds and fi nished tied for second with an 8-under 205. The Middle Tennessee record for low round is Emile Vaughn’s 64 
in the 1977 Tennessee Intercollegiate.

Cochran brings experience that counts
Rick Cochran has played in more tournaments than any individual in the Blue Raider lineup with 43, one more than teammate Chas Narramore. Cochran is second 
among current players with 13 Top 10 fi nishes (Narramore has 16), including one career win and he has been in the Top 5 seven times. He also has an additional 12 
fi nishes in the Top 11-25.

Central Regional a homecoming for Bulle
Junior Kent Bulle has numerous reasons for being ecstatic that Middle Tennessee was placed in the NCAA Central Regional at The Club at Olde Stone in Bowling Green, 
Ky. Bulle is from nearby Glasgow, Ky., a short 34 miles from Bowling Green. Not only does it provide many friends and family members to watch him play collegiately for 
the fi rst time after a stellar career at Glasgow High School, but it also aff ords him an opportunity to play a tough course he knows well. Bulle is a frequent visitor to Olde 
Stone throughout the summer and hopes his “home-course” advantage will be in play during postseason competition.

Kent Bulle Rick Cochran Jason Millard Chas Narramore Craig Smith
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 The Blue Raiders were ranked 45th nationally after 
winning the OVC. Golfweek magazine ranked Middle 
Tennessee 46th and MasterCard Collegiate had the 
team ranked 50th, marking the fi rst time in program 
history that the Blue Raiders ended the season 
ranked in the Top 50 in both major polls. 
 During his playing career at Middle Tennessee, 
Turnbow played in 31 tournaments with three top-10 
fi nishes. He maintained a 76.4 scoring average 
throughout his four years. He debuted with two 
top-10 fi nishes as a Blue Raider - fi nishing tied 
for ninth at the USF/Ron Smith Invitational and a 
sixth-place fi nish at the Southern Junior/Senior. He 
competed in all 11 tournaments as a sophomore and 
shot a career-low round of 69 at the USF/Ron Smith 
Invitational, good enough to place him eighth in the 
tournament. He managed to own the lowest scoring 
average on the team (75) despite being one of the 
youngest players on the squad. His success continued 
into his junior year, when he again fi red a career-low 
69 at the Matlock Invitational. 
 Following his collegiate playing days, Turnbow 
spent three years (2000-02) competing profession-
ally. He participated in the Hooters, Hurricane and 
Developmental Players tours. Turnbow was named 
the TrueTemper/TPGA Assistant Professional Player of 
the Year in 2001. 
 He was the low professional at the Tennessee Open 
in 2001 and 2007 and placed fi fth at the Harold Eller 
Pro-Am, the Coca-Cola Open and the Wilson Ez-Go 
Open. He was also low pro at the 2006 Honors/
Council Fire Pro-Am. During his professional time, 
Turnbow worked at Lakewood Golf and Country Club 
in Tullahoma, Tenn., as an assistant to Chuck Lynch. 
He was the Junior golf director at Lakewood and 
started the fi rst Junior program at the Fayetteville 
Country Club. 
 Turnbow is certifi ed as a golf conditioning special-
ist by GMP Fitness, and he was nominated for the 
TaylorMade/Adidas National Assistant Coach of the 
Year award in 2004. 
 Turnbow and his wife, Lori, have a 2-year-old 
daughter named Reagan. They reside in Murfrees-
boro. Lori, a physical education teacher at Reeves-
Rogers Elementary School, is a 2000 graduate of 
Middle Tennessee. 

WHIT TURNBOW
Head Coach

Second season
Middle Tennessee, 2000
(Two-time SBC Coach of Year)

 Whit Turnbow, 30, is in his second season as 
Middle Tennessee’s head coach after leading the pro-
gram to unprecedented success in his debut season 
of 2007-08. Turnbow was named the program’s sixth 
head coach by Director of Athletics Chris Massaro in 
July 2007.
 In less than two full seasons as a head coach, 
Turnbow has guided his alma mater to its fi rst Sun 
Belt Conference Championship, two NCAA Regionals, 
and one appearance in the NCAA National Champion-
ships.
 Middle Tennessee won its fi rst SBC Golf Champion-
ship in 2009, weeks after Turnbow’s Blue Raiders 
shocked the fi eld to win the Callaway Collegiate 
Match Play Championship. Turnbow was named SBC 
Coach of the Year for the second time in as many 
years.
 Turnbow led Middle Tennessee to a top-40 national 
ranking and its fi rst-ever at-large berth in an NCAA 
Regional in 2007-08. Once there, the Blue Raiders 
advanced to the NCAA Division I National Champion-
ships for the fi rst time (as a Division I member) in 
West Lafayette, Ind. Middle Tennessee continued to 
make history at the National Championships when 
the Blue Raiders made the 15-team cut to play on 
the fi nal day.
 Middle Tennessee won a school-record fi ve tourna-
ments under Turnbow in 2007-08, including four 
straight – also a school record for most consecutive 
tournament titles. The Blue Raiders were an astound-
ing 142-54 during Turnbow’s debut season. For his 
eff orts, Turnbow was named the Sun Belt Conference 
and Eaton Golf Pride Southeast Regional Coach of the 
Year. 
 Middle Tennessee was named Golfweek’s 
National Team of the Week three times in 2007-08 
and freshman Jason Millard earned All-American 
honors, while teammates Chas Narramore and Rick 
Cochran earned All-Sun Belt fi rst-team honors under 
Turnbow’s tutelage.
 Although Turnbow is in its second season as head 
coach, he is no stranger to the program or Middle 

Tennessee’s current group of players. He has been 
a substantial part of the Middle Tennessee golf 
program both as a player and assistant coach for nine 
years – four as a player and fi ve seasons (2002-07) 
assisting the men’s and women’s programs. 
 Turnbow replaced long-time coach Johnny Moore, 
who was in the position 18 seasons and coached 
Turnbow. Massaro pointed toward Turnbow’s leader-
ship, recruiting ability and maturity when making 
the decision to elevate him to head coach. 
  Turnbow’s Blue Raiders turned in a 38-19 mark 
against a rigorous fall schedule in 2007-08, capturing 
a team championship at the Jaguar Intercollegiate 
and fi nishing fi fth out of 17 teams in the fall opener 
at the Scenic City Invitational. Turnbow’s team came 
up big in its second tournament under him as a head 
coach when it shot an astounding 38-under 826 on 
the way to shattering the previous school record of 
853 for best three-round tournament. 
 Turnbow was responsible for recruiting and signing 
each current Blue Raider golfer and each of them 
were in the program in 2007 when Middle Tennes-
see fashioned a 115-29-2 record and was ranked 
among the top 50 nationally in the Golfstat rankings. 
The 2007 Blue Raiders turned in 10 top-5 fi nishes 
including fi nishing third or higher in the fi nal six 
tournaments of the spring. 
 It should come as no surprise that Turnbow is 
vastly respected by his peers because of his contribu-
tions to the development of young talent. 
 In his fi rst season as assistant coach (2003), 
Turnbow helped the Blue Raiders place in the top 
5 four times, including one tournament champion-
ship. In all, Middle Tennessee has enjoyed 20 top-5 
fi nishes during Turnbow’s fi ve years as an assistant 
coach. The Blue Raiders set what was then a school 
record for best tournament in 2004 when they shot a 
14-under 274 at LSU. Middle Tennessee also won its 
fi rst two tournaments since 2000 in 2003 and 2006, 
capturing the 2003 ULM Intercollegiate and the 2006 
USF Intercollegiate. 
 Turnbow was a four-year letterwinner as a 
golfer at Middle Tennessee from 1996 to 2000, and 
he helped lead the 2000 team to the Ohio Valley 
Conference Championship and a berth in the NCAA 
Regional.
