LAST TIME OUT

Senior forward Jason Jones was a perfect 9-for-9 from the field for 19 points, leading Middle Ten-
nessee to a 97-53 victory over Alabama State in the season-opener at Murphy Center on Friday
night. Senior guard James Gallman also reached double figures with 15 points thanks to his 5-for-
7 performance from 3-point land. Tweety Knight scored nine points and collected a game-high
five assists. Senior guard Bruce Massey matched Knight in the category as MT produced 27 assists
on 33 baskets. Junior forward Neiko Hunter also had nine points, while senior forward JT Sulton
neared a double-double with eight points and nine rebounds. MT finished the contest shooting
48.5 percent, including a 57.9 percent clip in the second half. The Blue Raiders limited the Hornets
to 26.9 percent shooting in the second half and 36.2 percent for the game.

KEEPING UP WITH THE JONES’

After being hampered by a back injury throughout the 2011-12 season, senior guard Jason Jones
picked up where he left off from his sophomore season. Jones was a perfect 9-for-9 from the field
and led the Blue Raiders with 19 points. As a sophomore, Jones led the team in scoring and re-
bounding with 13.7 points and 5.4 rebounds per game.

SOLID DEBUTS

Two key newcomers wasted no time making an impact in their Blue Raider debuts against Ala-
bama State. Junior guard Tweety Knight earned the start and collected a game-high five assists to
go along with nine points and three rebounds. Junior forward Neiko Hunter came off the bench for
nine points, three rebounds, two assists and a block.

HIGH SCORING

The 97 points against Alabama State on Nov. 9 marked the most since MT scored 109 against Hous-
ton Baptist on Feb. 13,2010. MT cracked the 90 plateau twice last season, scoring 90 against Austin
Peay and 94 against ULM.

AMONG THE NATION’S ELITE

MT is one of just seven schools in the country with the football, men’s and women’s basketball
teams each currently receiving votes or ranked in the ESPN/USA Today Coaches Polls. MT repre-
sents the only non-AQ school in the mix, as Notre Dame, Michigan, Louisville, Georgia, Stanford
and UCLA are the only other schools to boast the accomplishment. Men'’s basketball received three
votes in the preseason poll, the women's team received 28 votes in the preseason poll and football
received two votes in the latest poll. The men’s and women’s basketball teams represent the only

RECEIVING VOTES

On the heels a record-breaking season, the 2012-13 Blue
Raider men'’s basketball team is already receiving recogni-
tion in the USA Today coaches’ preseason poll. MT, the Sun
Belt’s only representative in the poll, received three votes
after finishing 27-7 last season.

BLUE RAIDERS PICKED TO WIN EAST

MT was picked unanimously to win the Sun Belt’s East Di-
vision according to the preseason coaches’ poll released
by the league on Oct. 24.

Four Blue Raiders were selected to the preseason all-
conference teams, the most of any school. Senior guard
Marcos Knight earned a first-team nod, senior forward
JT Sulton and senior guard Bruce Massey were voted to
the second team, and senior guard Raymond Cintron was
named to the third team.

CINTRON RECEIVES RECOGNITION

Raymond Cintron was listed at No. 39 on CBSSports.com’s
Top 50 shooters for the 2012-13 season after hitting 43.2
percent of his shots from beyond the arc last season. The
San Juan, Puerto Rico, native ranked sixth in the Sun Belt
in 3-point shooting and was ninth with 2.0 treys per game.
Overall, Cintron shot 45 percent from the field and aver-
aged 8.4 points per game. Middle Tennessee will also face
four shooters on the list throughout the 2012-13 season.
Florida’s Erik Murphy, Texas Southern’s Omar Strong, Bel-
mont’s lan Clark and Tennessee State’s Robert Covington
were listed among the top 50.

DENDY UPDATE

The regular season is underway for former Blue Raider
LaRon Dendy. The 2012 Sun Belt Player of the Year has
started every game for Kolossos this year and has helped
the Greek team to a 3-2 record. The Greenville, S.C., na-
tive is currently the team’s leading scorer, averaging 20.0
points per game.

DAVIS BECOMES MT'S ALL-TIMEWINNINGEST
COACH

Kermit Davis became Middle Tennessee’s all-time
winningest coach after securing his 165th victory
with the Blue Raiders 71-66 win over FIU on Dec.
29. Davis surpassed former coach Jimmy Earle,
who previously held the record with 164 wins.

DAVIS SECURES CAREER WIN 250...TWICE
Kermit Davis secured his 250th win as a head
coach when Middle Tennessee beat Louisiana-
Lafayette, 83-76 (1/29/09) at Murphy Center. Davis
then secured his 250th Division | win against Mar-
shallin MT’s 86-78 NIT victory on March 13,2012.
He won 66 games in three years as a junior college
head coach and currently has 318 career wins.

DAVIS NOTCHES MT WIN NO. 150

Davis recorded his 150th win as the head coach
at Middle Tennessee with the 69-60 win over rival
Western Kentucky on Feb. 10, 2011. Davis is just
the second coach in program history to reach
the milestone.

DAVIS NOTCHES MILESTONE WIN

Davis became the second-fastest to reach 100
wins at Middle Tennessee when the Blue Raiders
upset South Alabama, 82-73, in the semifinals of
the 2008 Sun Belt Championships. Davis reached
the milestone in his 182nd career game. The 100
wins under Davis in his first six seasons represent
the best six-year total for the program since 1988-
93 (105 wins). The Blue Raiders averaged 17 wins
in Davis'first six seasons, which is the second-best
wins average for any Middle Tennessee coach
after six seasons.

DAVIS AMONG COACHING LEADERS

Davis joined Bruce Stewart as the only head
coaches in program history to begin their Blue
Raider careers with four straight winning seasons.
He currently has 180 wins and is the program’s
all-time winningest coach. Davis also is third in
winning percentage (.575) among Blue Raider
men’s basketball coaches with a minimum of 50
games coached, trailing only Jimmy Earle (.614),
and Bruce Stewart (.648).

DAVIS AMONG SUN BELT’S ALL-TIME WIN-
NINGEST COACHES

Davis is second in all-time victories among active
Sun Belt coaches with 98, trailing only Ronnie Ar-
row in his second stint at South Alabama. Overall,
Davis is among the league’s all-time winningest
coaches in Sun Belt play with 98 victories and is
fourth all-time. The all-time Sun Belt wins leader
is Gene Bartow, who won 111 games during his
12 seasons at former conference member UAB.
These totals only include regular-season confer-
ence wins.

MT AMONG SBC’S BEST UNDER DAVIS
Middle Tennessee is one of four league members
(WKU, North Texas, Louisiana) to play in multiple
SBC Championship games (2003, 2008) since
2003, and it is just one of two SBC members (WKU)
to reach the quarterfinals in each of the last nine
years. Middle Tennessee, North Texas and WKU
are the only SBC schools to reach the league’s
semifinals four times in the last seven years.
