LAST TIME OUT

Four Blue Raiders scored in double figures, led by Raymond Cintron with 16, as Middle Tennes-
see earned its ninth-straight victory with a 73-56 win over Florida Atlantic on Saturday night.
Marcos Knight scored 13, while Kerry Hammonds and JT Sulton added 12 apiece. Shawn Jones
nearly cracked the double-digit mark with nine points. The Blue Raiders were also balanced on the
boards, as Knight and Hammonds each had six, while Sulton grabbed five. MT started the contest
5-for-5 from the field and went on to hit 55.3 percent from the field, the second-best performance

of the season.

ALLTHEY DO IS WIN

With 20 wins, the Blue Raiders have already clinched a winning season. This is the ninth winning
season under Davis and fifth in the last six years for MT. MT now has back-to-back 20-win seasons
for the first time since the 1987-88 and 1988-89 seasons. Ironically, in 1987-88, MT finished 23-11,
went to the NIT and won two games, including one over Tennessee. The Blue Raiders followed that
up with a 23-8 record and NCAA tournament berth where they beat Florida State before falling to

Virginia.

SUN BELT’S WINNINGEST COACH

With South Alabama’s Ronnie Arrow retiring earlier this season, Kermit Davis is now the Sun Belt’s
winningest active coach. He is one of only four league coaches to crack the century mark and cur-
rently sits third with 110 league wins, behind Arrow (112) and Gene Bartow (111).

STIFF COMPETITION

MT'’s four losses this season have come against some tough competition. The four teams that have
beaten the Blue Raiders have a.791 (68-18) combined winning percentage. Florida currently ranks
No. 2 in both the AP and USA Today Coaches’ Poll, while Belmont and Akron are each receiving
votes in both polls. Additionally, Arkansas State sits atop the Sun Belt West Division.

HOME SWEET HOME

MT has continued to defend its home court this season
after finishing 15-2 in Murphy Center last year. The Blue
Raiders are 12-0 in home games, including a win at Bridge-
stone Arena, and haven't lost a regular-season game in
Murphy Center since Nov. 20, 2011 when MT dropped
an 87-84 double overtime decision to Belmont. That's 24
straight regular-season home victories for the Blue Raid-
ers. MT is 26-2 over the last two seasons in Murphy Center.

EXPERIENCED SQUAD

According to Ken Pomeroy, MT is tied as the second-most
experienced team in the country with an average of 2.53
years, behind only Valparaiso (2.69) and matching Savan-
nah State. The roster features a combined 13 juniors and
seniors compared to four freshmen and sophomores.

MAINTAINING THE LEAD

MT has not trailed after halftime ineight
of its last nine games. The Blue Raiders
are 16-0 this season when leading at half-
time.

SWITCHING IT UP

Head coach Kermit Davis has used 11 dif-
ferent starting lineups this year. In all, 11
different Blue Raiders have started at least
one game this year.

DOMINATING DEFENSE

Pomeroy ranks the Blue Raiders 25th in
3-point defense at 29.5 percent and 27th
nationally in defensive efficiency with a
rating of 89.2. MT held North Texas to 18.5
percent shooting in the first half of the
Dec. 31 contest. That is the best field goal
percentage defense for the Blue Raiders
since Feb. 1, 2007 when MT held Denver
to 18.2 percent (4-for-22) in the second
half. MT also held North Texas to five field
goals in the first half, a season-low for an
opponent. It was the fewest field goals
for an opponent in a half since Arkansas
State had five on Jan. 19, 2012 in the sec-
ond half.

INTIMIDATION FACTOR

Opponents haven't had much luck at the
line against MT. The opposition is shoot-
ing 62.6 percent from the stripe, second-
lowest in the country.

OUT-REBOUNDING OPPONENTS

The Blue Raiders have out-rebounded
their opponent in 17 contests this season.
MT currently owns a 882-746 rebounding
advantage, or 36.8 compared to 31.1 rpg.

TAKING ON THE SEC

With the win over Vanderbilt on Dec. 21,
MT has now beaten two SEC opponents
in back-to-back seasons for the first time
in program history. MT also beat Ole Miss
on Dec. 8. The Blue Raiders defeated both
Tennessee and Ole Miss last season.

The win over Ole Miss this year also
marked the first win over an SEC oppo-
nent in Murphy Center since a 93-90 over-
time victory against Vanderbilt on Feb. 1,
1995. MT is now 2-1 against the SEC this
year (Lost to No. 10 Florida on Nov. 18)
and has won four of the last six meetings
against SEC opponents.

WINNING BIG

MT’s 82-50 win over UALR and 82-60 win
over Louisiana marked the first time in
15 years the Blue Raiders beat consecu-
tive conference opponents by at least 20
points. On Jan. 13, 1998, MT beat OVC foe
Tennessee Tech, 80-60, then on Jan. 15
beat Austin Peay, 63-38.

TEAM OF THE WEEK

Middle Tennessee was named the Mid-
Major Team of the Week by ESPN.com’s
Myron Medcalf on Dec. 13. The Blue Raid-
ers earned the nod after knocking off Ole
Miss, 65-62.

HIGH SCORING

The 97 points against Alabama State on
Nov. 9 marked the most since MT scored
109 against Houston Baptist on Feb. 13,
2010. MT cracked the 90 plateau twice
last season, scoring 90 against Austin
Peay and 94 against ULM.

DAVIS BECOMES MT'S ALL-TIMEWINNINGEST
COACH

Kermit Davis became Middle Tennessee’s all-time
winningest coach after securing his 165th victory
with the Blue Raiders 71-66 win over FIU on Dec.
29. Davis surpassed former coach Jimmy Earle,
who previously held the record with 164 wins.

DAVIS SECURES CAREER WIN 250...TWICE
Kermit Davis secured his 250th win as a head
coach when Middle Tennessee beat Louisiana-
Lafayette, 83-76 (1/29/09) at Murphy Center. Davis
then secured his 250th Division | win against Mar-
shallin MT’s 86-78 NIT victory on March 13,2012.
He won 66 games in three years as a junior college
head coach and currently has 337 career wins.

DAVIS NOTCHES MT WIN NO. 150

Davis recorded his 150th win as the head coach
at Middle Tennessee with the 69-60 win over rival
Western Kentucky on Feb. 10, 2011. Davis is just
the second coach in program history to reach
the milestone.

DAVIS NOTCHES MILESTONE WIN

Davis became the second-fastest to reach 100
wins at Middle Tennessee when the Blue Raiders
upset South Alabama, 82-73, in the semifinals of
the 2008 Sun Belt Championships. Davis reached
the milestone in his 182nd career game. The 100
wins under Davis in his first six seasons represent
the best six-year total for the program since 1988-
93 (105 wins). The Blue Raiders averaged 17 wins
in Davis'first six seasons, which is the second-best
wins average for any Middle Tennessee coach
after six seasons.

DAVIS AMONG COACHING LEADERS

Davis joined Bruce Stewart as the only head
coaches in program history to begin their Blue
Raider careers with four straight winning seasons.
He currently has 200 wins and is the program’s
all-time winningest coach. Davis also is third in
winning percentage (.593) among Blue Raider
men’s basketball coaches with a minimum of 50
games coached, trailing only Jimmy Earle (.614),
and Bruce Stewart (.648).

DAVIS AMONG SUN BELT’S ALL-TIME WIN-
NINGEST COACHES

Davis is the leader in all-time victories among
active Sun Belt coaches with 110. Overall, Davis
ranks third all-time. Ronnie Arrow became the
league’s all-time wins leader earlier this season
with 112, surpassing Gene Bartow, who won 111
games during his 12 seasons at former conference
member UAB. These totals only include regular-
season conference wins.

MT AMONG SBC’S BEST UNDER DAVIS
Middle Tennessee is one of four league members
(WKU, North Texas, Louisiana) to play in multiple
SBC Championship games (2003, 2008) since
2003, and it is just one of two SBC members (WKU)
to reach the quarterfinals in each of the last nine
years. Middle Tennessee, North Texas and WKU
are the only SBC schools to reach the league’s
semifinals four times in the last seven years.
